Hw did this happen?oi®@e people attribute it to the first
General Minager of theu8 Valley Rsot, Pappy Rgers. &t of his job was todat
the rich and famous visitors with graciousnessspett. ithe same time, he set
the tone of thealley when hedated the cooks, plumbers, housemaids and other
emplgees atdh Valley with equakspect and concerne fbcused on an expecta
tion of privacy and mutuakspect bewen guests and enmygles in an atmospber
whee all ules applied equally to both.

Also contributing to this public piampation in local planning decisions was the
demographics of the people who choseetbéw. To the ugged individualism of
the pioneer families @hdy hex in theValley who had their sing attachment to the
place, wre added the union craftsmen who buift \&lley Rsot out of a field to
make it bloom with many amenities of a Thgn came men and wometedirof the
sameness of franchise-filled cities, whedstaeir unique homeamed businesses.
Then other people came wherewvilling to lie simply in ater to be parof and to
safe-gudrthis envionment. All of these peoplemvwilling to speak up for the gual
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majority of the golf courseopety. The futue of public access, open space, and wildlifejy ot Jife they wish to maintain in this place they called home.
