People choose theWood River Valley as their home

for a variety of r easons. Many of us liv e here because of
easy access to the wild backcountly that surr ounds the
valey, the opportunity to see world-class scenery every
day, and the knowledge that these lands are home to wild
animals that are vanishing fr om everyday life in other
places.

But incr easingly, it seems that nevcomers to the
valley do not share our love of wildlife and find them an
annoyance. This was illustrated all too clearly last winter
when the Golden Eagle Subdivision harassed a wintering
elk herd away fr om their pr operty, which had been iden-
tified b y the County as critical deer and elk winter range.
Nor does the Golden Eagle ranch want to be bothered by
geese and ducks that ae attracted to the ponds they so
thoughtlessly constr ucted.

Citiz ens for Smart Growth hopes to influence the
County Commissioners to enfor ce the ordinances they
have in place to protect wildlife in subdivision dev elop-
ment, and to hir e someone to visit subdivisions under
construction to make sure they comply. This is a reason
able step to reaffirm the long histor y of Blaine County
citiz ens recognizing the value that wildlife brings to our
